Transportation - Removal from Place of Death

This fee includes the removal of the Deceased from a Residence, Hospital, Nursing Facility,
Board and care, or Coroner’s Office within a 20-mile radius of our Holding Facility. An
additional $5.00 per mile charge for any mileage thereafter will be added. No additional
costs for evening or weekend removals.

Cremation Process
This fee includes, but is not limited to, holding of your loved one under Refrigeration*,
a Cardboard Container, the Cremation Process, and a Durable Plastic Utility Container.

Embalming

Except in certain special cases, embalming is not required by law. It may be practical

public viewing. Keep in mind that neither embalming nor refrigeration prevents or stops
the decomposition of a body.
